   Vince was born on August 16, 1916, in Storm Lake, Iowa, to John Hubert and 

Sarah Grace (Coyle) McKenna. He was baptized and later confirmed at St. Mary’s 

Catholic Church in Storm Lake, Iowa, where he was a lifelong member of both the 

church and of the Knights of Columbus organization.
