Choy settled into her new life. She loved gardening, spending countless hours
outside tending to her vegetables. She also enjoyed sewing and knitting,



hand-crafting traditional Thai Dam outfits from her homeland. But her real joy
was her grandchildren. She cared for them when they were young and
watched them grow into adults, get married, and have children of their own.
They were the light of her life.

Choy was preceded in death by her husband Sam, her sons Barry and
Khamgung, and her grand-daughter Keo'.
