On March 5, 1933, Eileen was baptized at Sacred Heart Catholic Church in
Owatonna where she was later confirmed. After moving to Iowa, she was a
member of St. Joseph Catholic Church in Schaller, Iowa until it’s closing.
During her time at St. Joseph, she served on the Rosary Society where she
was President for one term. She also served as a Religious Education



teacher. She later joined the St. Mary’s Catholic Church in Storm Lake. 
 

Eileen was united in marriage to Joseph Arnts on August 29, 1959 at Sacred
Heart Catholic Church in Owatonna, Minnesota. To this union, six children
were born: Theresa, Patricia, Margaret, Karen, Bernard, and David.

Eileen raised a huge vegetable garden each
year, which was enough to provide for the family until the next growing
season. Eileen tended 1,000 laying hens each year and sold enough eggs to
purchase the first family car, a 1963 four-door Chevy Bel Air. Joe and Eileen
enjoyed visiting casinos. Eileen enjoyed watching her beloved Minnesota
Twins and Minnesota Vikings. She attended several Twins baseball games.
Eileen enjoyed putting together jigsaw puzzles to help pass time during the
winter. More than anything, Eileen valued her time with family. She will be
deeply missed by all who knew and loved her.
