Eugene "Gene" Mandernach, age 80, of Spirit Lake, Iowa, formerly of
Lakeside, Iowa, died Friday, November 17, 2023 at his home in Spirit Lake. 

Funeral services will take place Wednesday, November 22, 2023 at 10:30
a.m. at St. John Lutheran Church in Storm Lake.

He loved
the outdoors and could be found hunting, fishing, and gardening. Gene was a
true grill master and was skilled in woodworking and winemaking. They also
enjoyed a couples card club for over 55 years. He was president of the Storm
Lake Lions Club for many years. Gene and Gladys escaped the Iowa winters
for more than ten years to enjoy the Arizona sunshine. Gene’s greatest joy
was time spent with his family. He will be deeply missed by all who knew and
loved him.
