She
was a voracious reader who could tear through a 500-page novel in a matter
of hours and immediately offer insightful critiques and analysis of the text.
Hollace deeply loved entertaining and uplifting others through playing her
violin with the Cherokee Symphony Orchestra and the Praise Team at the
United Methodist Church in Storm Lake. She loved her family most of all and
is survived by her children Nicholas and Cameron Bowers, her sisters Lindsay
Graves and Mari Schatz, and her grandson Duncan Bowers.
